7. FEDERATION OF WILLOUGHBY PROGRESS ASSOCIATIONS (FWPA)

An update was provided on some of the items being discussed at FWPA including the sale of freehold
at 1-5 Railway St, Chatswood; illegal Parking and bike share.

FWPA continues to push for clarification of details in its opposition to the potential sale of NSW Govt-
owned land at 1-5 Railway St Chatswood.
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Questions were raised about bike sharing and it was noted that some vandalised shared bikes have
been seen in Naremburn. Information on bike sharing from council was read, and it was noted that
Council are not in a position to deny bike share operations within the LGA. Council state that

legalisation is required at the state level to determine how bike share schemes are to be regulated.

Cr Stuart Coppock advised that he will be addressing the bike share issue with council, and suggested
writing letters to council and/or the local member on the matter.

A question was raised regarding the introduction of restricted parking along Merrenburn Avenue as a
method to address boat trailer parking. Cr Stuart Coppock noted that there probably isn't a
justification for restricted parking, however he plans to raise the issue of boat trailer parking as a
question on notice to Council.

It was noted that State legislation is in place to address boat trailer parking and Willoughby City
Council needs to enforce the law.

The meeting requested that the NPA raise the issue of bike sharing with the local member, and
request the enforcement of boat tailer parking regulations with Council

d) Naremburn Matters

A 12 page colour edition had been distributed, and work continues with ongoing improvement of NM
content and format. Kylie Field, Helene Kemp and Carmen Loecherer form an editorial team and
articles from residents welcome for consideration. NM is likely to be eight pages going forward to
balance costs with advertising revenue.

e) Open Spaces — it was noted that the Naremburn oval is being re-turfed and the Gore Hill oval being
resurfaced with synthetic turf, which limits options for cricket

f)  Naremburn Action Group (NAG) — Julie Waddington met with NSW Planning on the St Leonards /
Crows Nest precinct this week, with great frustration expressed from several of the North Sydney,
Lane Cove and Willoughby City Councils present at the meeting. NAG plans to respond to the St
Leonards South Residential Precinct Draft Plan, which is seeking potentially 2400 additional dwellings
but little or no additional infrastructure?.

It was noted that much of Naremburn is within 800m of the Crows Nest Metro and St Leonards train
stations and hence could be subject to greater pressure from developers.
